Chair Armstrong called the meeting to order at 1:00 P.M.

ROLL CALL:
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A quorum was present to conduct business. 
A typo was identified on page three of the September 12, 2018 draft minutes and will be corrected in the final minutes.
ACTION: Motion to approve the minutes of September 12, 2018. Pezzino first. Wasylyshyn second. Motion passed.

STAFF REPORTS

Mr. Gardner introduced new Attorney Ashleigh Henry, who replaces Anne Vitale, and new employee Molly Seitz. Ms. Seitz will provide support for Christy Clark and OPISSC.

Christy Clark reported Enforcement is in contact with Dayton Police Department regarding unlicensed guard who shot a man dead outside a lounge. He is being charged with murder.  Investigator James Borntrager is working with Notre Dame College on an incident where a person was walking the campus in police uniform carrying open. The individual worked for three other companies and is being charged with impersonating an officer and working unlicensed security. Ms. Clark reported year to date that Enforcement has checked 676 locations and 1,240 guards, investigating 48 criminal cases and checked 712 guards at The Ohio State University football games. Mr. Gardner said Enforcement will likely collaborate with other large events such as the Cleveland Browns and Cincinnati Bengals.
Aleta Dodson reported Licensing and Registration are preparing for the upcoming license renewal season that will begin January 2, 2019 and run through March 1, 2019. Emails will be sent to all licensed companies reminding them of these dates.
OLD BUSINESS

Senate Bill 272

Mr. Gardner said SB 272 will need reintroduced at the next General Assembly session. He indicated Emily Mayfield said it can be introduced in February. Mr. Gardner said either OPISSC can chauffer it or if DPS does will need to go to the new DPS Director and new Governor which could delay introduction. The bill will most likely be taken back to Senator Eckhart for reintroduction. Mr. Armstrong asked if it would be beneficial to have introduced at House and Senate at same time. Mr. Wasylyshyn said it is very unusual for that to happen unless it is a very high profile law with urgency. Mr. Wasylyshyn suggested OPISSC needs lobbyist whose job it is to get it through and would know what the hold ups are. Mr. Meyer said his national organization used lobbyist who set the stage before the parties meet.

Mr. Gardner said the firearm bearer clarification rule was present to the Joint Commission of Agency Rule Review (JCARR). The uniform rules OAC 4501:7-1-12 will be included with all PISGS rules due for five-year review in 2019. The OPISSC Training Committee will meet January 16, 2019, at 1:00 p.m. regarding rifles and ORC 2923. Ms. Henry indicated her research with the Attorney General’s office on 2923.12 and 109.801 will require a legislative change, not an Attorney General opinion. She requested OPISSC provide her their specific question to present to Attorney General if an opinion is still desired.

It was decided the Legislation Committee will meet at 10:00 a.m. on the same day the training committee meets. Ms. Seitz will schedule a room.
NEW BUSINESS

Mr. Reinbolt asked if OPISSC members can received notification of rules by email and let them know when items are posted to the website. Mr. Gardner will let him know. Mr. Reinbolt said an Attorney General’s opinion is not binding. Ms. Henry said their opinion is based upon the law. 
Mr. Armstrong pointed out OPISSC only met four times this year and pointed out that the calendar distributed today has OPISSC meeting on Wednesday’s and not Thursday’s. Mr. Gardner said this was due to trying to have the larger room available. Mr. Armstrong said this is his last year as chair as his term has maxed out. Mr. Gardner said the vote for new chair and vice-chair can wait until the first meeting in 2019 and will give people interested in serving time to step forward. Mr. Armstrong said he would like to see Terry Myer serve as chair. Mr. Meyer said he was interested since his national term on boards is over and will not travel out of state so much. He can also bring what he’s learned from his national service to OPISSC.

Mr. Wasylyshyn requested at rule comment time that the information be mailed to licensees and OPISSC members. Mr. Gardner said DPS has a rule process in place and an email just for rules.

ACTION: Motion to have current OPISSC members be emailed what companies receive for the five-year rule review. Wasylyshyn first. Pezzino second. None opposed. Motion passed.
PUBLIC COMMENTS

Ted Owens would like to see a more public shaming of unlicensed companies in media or PISGS Facebook page. Mr. Owens said the January committee meeting he would like to also address 2923.16 improper handling of firearm in a motor vehicle. The current law makes it difficult for fugitive apprehension teams to meet at a staging are prior to heading to location. The law requires the gun must be in the trunk unloaded. It is a little inconvenient to get out of vehicle and load gun in front of fugitive’s house. He said need a legal exemption for private investigator and security guards on this. Mr. Gardner said he will put it on the agenda.

Mr. Owens said he has spoken with OPOTA firearm instructors who say the AR pistol platform falls under a pistol definition and can draw from holster and can fit under the FAB semi-auto classification. Mr. Gardner said he will contact Mary Davis about this.

ACTION: Motion to adjourn. Wasylyshyn first. McPeek second. Motion passed. The meeting adjourned at 2:12 p.m.
